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ABSTRACT


The abstract is written in one paragraph and must 150 to 250 words is required for all articles submitted. Work hard on your abstract; the reader’s decision to tackle your article often depends on the abstract. Give a clear idea of the main conclusions of the article, the methods employed, and a clear indication of the line of reasoning. The opening sentence should indicate the major conclusion of the article.

Abstracts must not contain equations, diagrams, or footnotes.

INTRODUCTION

The introduction must provide the necessary background of the paper and a brief review of related literature. A clear statement of the objectives should also be included.
RESEARCH OBJECTIVES

The objective(S) should match with the content of the manuscript.
CONCEPTUAL FRAMEWORKS
A tool (linked concepts) to help facilitate the understanding of the relationship among concepts or variables in relation. Can be a graphic or a narrative – but should always be explained and cited.

THEORETICAL FRAMEWORKS, LITERATURE REVIEWS
A theoretical framework illuminates the phenomenon of study and the corresponding assumptions adopted by the researcher. Frameworks can take on different orientations.
A literature review examines current and relevant research associated with the study question. It is comprehensive, critical, and purposeful. The author reviews related literature and identify knowledge gap.
METHODS

This section describes the data collection procedures, including the participants, research site, timeframe, instruments and how the data was analysed. In the case of quantitative research, the description should include statistical data analysis.

RESULT AND DISCUSSION
This section should begin with exactly what the data showed and is presented in appropriate charts or graphs, etc.
The author should provide interpretation of the results in relation to the objective(s) of the research as well as existing knowledge.

CONCLUSION

The conclusion, as the name suggests, marks the end of your written work. Its primary purpose is to summarize and reiterate the main points and findings discussed in the body of the text. 

Key elements of a conclusion include:

1. Restatement of Thesis: A restatement of the main thesis or argument.

2. Summary of Findings: A brief summary of the key findings and results.

3. Implications: Discussion of the implications of the findings and their significance.

4. Closing Thoughts: A final thought or reflection on the subject matter.
RECOMMENDATION

In this section, the author provides recommendations on how the findings of the study could be applied in practice and provide recommendation for future research. 
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APPENDIX A. AN EXAMPLE APPENDIX

Authors including an appendix section should do so after References section. Multiple appendices should all have headings in the style used above. They will automatically be ordered A, B, C etc.

There is also the option to include a subheading within the Appendix if you wish.
Manuscript Submission Instructions for Authors

1. Acceptable file formats for submitted manuscripts include Word (Word 2017 or higher) and PDF.

2. For format use one-inch margins, Times New Roman or similar 11 point typeface, normal style for text and bold style for title.

3. Use the equation editor or Math Type for equations (11 point, Times New Romance, normal style).
4. Paper length is limited up to 10 pages

                 - The image is a high-contrast black-and-white image (dpi ≥ 300).

    - Figure captions begin with the term Fig. in bold type, followed by the figure number, also in bold type.

6. Table

- All tables are to be numbered using Arabic numerals.

- Use the table function, not spreadsheets, to make tables.

- Tables should always be cited in text in consecutive numerical order.

- For each table, please supply a table caption (title) explaining the components of the table.
7. Tables

              All tables should be numbered with Arabic numerals. Headings should be placed above tables, left justified. Leave one-line space between the heading and the table. Only horizontal lines should be used within a table, to distinguish the column headings from the body of the table, and immediately above and below the table. Tables must be embedded into the text and not supplied separately. Below is an example which authors may find useful.

8. Footnotes

             Footnotes should be avoided if possible. Necessary footnotes should be denoted in the text by consecutive superscript letters. The footnotes should be typed single spaced, and in smaller type size (8pt), at the foot of the page in which they are mentioned, and separated from the main text by a short line extending at the foot of the column.  The ‘footnote’ style is available in this template for the text of the footnote.
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
